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Annotation Guidelines for Term Relatedness
In this task you should determine whether two terms are related or not, in the context of a pre-specified topic, according to the following guidelines – 
1. A pair of terms should be marked as related if you believe there is an immediate associative connection between them. For example, "China" and "Far east" should probably be considered related, while "China" and "Phone" should probably not be considered related. 
2. Terms with opposite meanings – e.g., Antonyms - should typically be considered related. For example, "religious" and "atheist" should be considered related. 

3. If a term has multiple meanings, you should consider the meaning which is most related to the pre-specified topic, defined for that pair. For example, if the pre-specified topic is "car industry", then the term "Jaguar" should be interpreted as the Jaguar car brand, not the Jaguar species. 
4. lf you encounter a term you are unfamiliar with, or uncertain about its meaning - either since it is represented by an acronym, or for some other reason – please use a dictionary, or Wikipedia, or a similar source to confirm your understanding before indicating if the examined pair are related or not. 
5. Finally, please rely solely on your own judgment, and in particular do not consult with friends or family etc, when determining if two terms are related or not.  
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
